· Help with school field trips (mostly 4th grade) 
· Help create materials and supplies for field trips and site 
Qualifications:

· Self-motivated and able to work independently 
· Able to walk up to 2 miles on trails 

· Able to use tools, knives and work requiring fine motor skills
· Interest in Indigenous People’s history and heritage
· Willing to learn new traditional skills such as friction fire starting

· Must have Monday – Friday availability 

· Flexible but a minimum of 8 hours/week is required
· Able to work mornings 9:30-12:30 (when most field trips are run)
